From Our Missionary, Randy Hildebrandt, in Sneedville, Tennessee:   He is the Workcamp Coordinator and  Youth Ministry Coordinator for the Jubilee Project.   Their Beach Mission Trip in 2009 took 15 youths. they spent their mornings at the Salvation Army sorting clothing, loading and unloading cars and trucks, moving furniture and building shelves.   One day, the kids sorted and racked a record 14 racks of cloting! Afternoons and evenings were spent at the beach ---several of the kids had never seen the ocean!   They experienced not only the ocean but the wild horses of the Outer Banks.   Most of all, they were given the opportunity to become missionaries themseves.   Resurrection, a youth rally where 10,000 youths got together for 3 days, was a chance to mix with other young people of faith for music, teaching and fellowsip. a featured speaker spoke about  relationships and God's plan and place in them.   There was a a nationally-known rock group.  The kids rocked and worshipped, sang and praised!   Then, there were meetings back ta the Hotel in the evening to process and discuss what they had heard that da.   Resurrection became a launching point for a series of Bible studies for high school girls where discussions were about relationships, dating, boundaries, and the iimportance of God in all of these matters.   Because the high school group has created such envy, they are planning to start a Bible study for middle school girls and one for young men, too.   They encourage their youth to visit local colleges and right now have one girl who is going to Walker State on a full scholarship..    Vivian Brooks
