About ¾ of the campers cannot meet this mount.   Their home church normally will come up with ½ of the anount and the rest is forgiven.   They rely on volunteers to come and keep the facilities intact.   They also rent to outside groups.   The biggest support, though, comes from gifts.   This past summer she had a tremendous experience;   After sharing testimonies, singing songs, leading devotions and trying very hard to connect with the kids, they left the Chapel, feeling rather hopeless.  They were discussing what they should do about the final service the next night and then left to go to the campfire to make s'mores and let the kids goof around.   After the kids were sent to bed, they again discussed what had happened that day.    Suddenly, down by the gate, kids started out of their cabins crying and wanting to pray.  She was stunned!   She took them to the Chapel and a constant streatm of kids kept coming.   They had given their all and then God said, "Now let me show  you what I can do." Vivian Brooks
