It has motivated the people.   They have a primary school, but the facilities are still not so satisfying.   They have a feeding program sponsored by a donor.   They are hopeful that life in the village and children's education will continue to get better.   Women's groups are learning, too.   Sewing machines are available to teach them.  Their skills are too weak to make children's uniforms but they can easily make the Kanga-traditional dresses.   They are hopeful that the Men's group will soon start to learn  someting prodctive.  In the Ukunda Church they have started a small Children's Home.  This church is dominated by Muslims.   The 2 churches are getting to know each other through friendship regardless of religion.   They now have a new disciple as a co-worker.   Her name is Eunice.   They have spent many years working with her and she has finally become a mature and very capable Christian.   She works as a Home Mother in the Children's Home.   She also teaches a sewing class for single mothers.   Our  missionaries ask us to pray for the well-being of the people of Kenya and the development of their Churches and their programs. . Vivian Brooks
