The U.M Mission team was there to evaluate the potential and direction  of economic  development.   As a result, they both feel called to go to Southern Sudan.   Holston Conference, where they are presently, has a covenant with the Conference in Southern Sudan to provide a school, wells, work on providing for medical needs, and assist with agricultural development.   After a two-decade civil war, the Southern Sudan region has tremendous need for improvement in village health and especially the health of pregnant women and new babies.   Because they want to go as part of the mission board of the U.M. Church, the process of discerning their call includes re-application to the mission board and approval, assignment and training.   They are guessing that their move will be sometime the middle of 2010.   Incidentally, both of them were honord for their contributions to the community by being chosen 2009 Woman and Man of the Year by the Sneedville/Hancock County Chamber and Community Partners.
