There was a shortage of food as a result.   Electricity was rationed.   They had to run a generator and pay for fuel to keep it maintained.   As a result, there was a terrible additional financial burden.    They had to pay it off 8 days late.   Even now, a large number of the poor cannot pay their medical bills.   The Maua Methodist Hospital is in dire need of support:   Jerri and Bill Savuto, Maua Methodist Hospital, Box 63, Maua 60600, Igenbe, Kenya.   In early 2010, they welcomed a new  doctor and a new dentist.   Their Mission Work Teams have built 2 apartments in  the new Staff Hall.   They have also built homes for AIDS orphan families.   The number of children being  admitted to their Pediatric Ward with malnutrition, starvation and protein starvation continues to increase.   Because of 2 wells on their compound, they have been able to  provide life-giving water to thousands who come to the facility to fetch water for their families.
