From our Missionary,  clarissa Shawcross, Church and Community Worker in Detroit, Michigan: She has been a Nurse for many years and a Nurse Practitioner for 16 years.   As upi are probably aware. Detroiters are hurting.  Unemployment levels are high and despair lingers.   She works at 2 sites in Detroit:Central UMC, where she is able to provide health screenings, flu shots, prescription assistance, eye exams, and basic supplies (as money allows), and at Joy-Southfield Community Health Center, where she operates a free clinic to serve the unensured of Southeast Michigan, with regard   for ability to pay.  The clients are asked to give a donation for the services provided.  For many, $5.00 is sacrificial giving.  Through donations and grants, they are able to provide primary care, pediatrics and gynecology.   They are blessed with a dedicated team of volunteers who provide high-quality health care to 3,000 clients each year.   They also provide lab tests, X-rays, and medications within their limits.
