The GBGM funds the position so that an English-speaking Pastor is present and active in this foreign land.   Her church community is composed of approx. 90 people from countries all over the world.   Presently, the average attendance is about 34.   Her church is a  church of young families, mainly those who have a German partner or an international partner, raising children who are bilingul.   Her church consists of people from South Africa, Ghana, Americans & Brits.   Also, in smaller numbers, from Iran, Kenya, Singapore, India, Canada and the Netherlands.   Quite an internatioinal group!   Even though English may be a second or third language, it is the common tool used  to connect.   They have recently been able to add a Nursery Care Attendant, who cares for children under 5.   Their church consists of a Choir, a Sunday School, a Youth Group, a Bible Study Group, a Global/Social Concerns Group, a Prayer Group, and a Running Group.   During the summer of 2009, they met for lunches to discuss contemporary topics, such as Dan Brown's books, the reality of angels and demons, and the relationship between faith and scienve.   She feels her church has been abundantly blessed and, therefore, looks for ways to share these blessings with neighbors......Vivian Brooks
