They include food security, shelter, access to clean water, personal and public health, and advancing self-worth.   At Jubilee, jesus Christ is presented as the foundation of all they do.   They continue to have a target population of youth and seniors.   They plan to expand their work among the marginalized and homeless.   Their mobile food pantry serves an average of 75 families.   They supply families with personal hygiene items, paper proucts and other household items.   Their Clothing Give Aways provides clothing, both new and used (including shoes) to school children and their families.   Recently, a church in middle Tennessee has indicated their willingness to help Jubilee Project provide water filtration systems to residents who live with bacteria-infestd water systems.
