From our Missionaries, Pastor Steve and Diane Springer, Associates in Mission in Asher, Kentucky:  The Red Bird Missionary Conference is the umbrella that covers:   Red Bird Mission;  Red Bird Clinic;  Henderson Settlement; Churches and Outreach Centers.  These missionaries serve the Appalachian  Mountains of Kentucky.   They have recently moved (down-sized)  and have a  garage half-full of boxes.   They live a mile from the church and it is the first time in 80+ years that the parsonage family has lived in the community.   In June, teams from Indiana, Maryland's Eastern  Shore, and New Jersey came to provide much-needed home repairs.   Team members slept on the floors of the church and prepared their own meals.   Without this help, homes would continue to deteriorate.  Steve cooks for a Men's Breakfast the first and third Wednesday mornings.  They eat, have fellowship, study the Word and pray.  The same group of men recently renovated the kitchen, which had some serious moisture damage.  They have a regular Bible Study on Wednesday evening.  At the same time, the  youth and children's ministry meet downstairs.  Two or three times a year, approximately 50% of the congregation goes on short-term mission trips.   They are excited to be a part of a church that believes so strongly in mission work.
