From our Missionary,   Connie Wieck. in Guangxi Province, China:   It is always difficult to uproot and start a different life in a strange place.   In Longzhow, she is now faced with many new entities:   food, dialect, environment, etc., etc.   But one constant is her Christian faith and God's guiding hand.   She is working with the Amity Foundation, one of the U.M. advance specials, and a partnership organization in China.   She works in Amity's education division as one of 18 foreign language English teachers.   It places foreign language teachers in rural Chinese colleges across the country.   The main focus of Amity is to help those who are or will be educators teaching the English language to those who will one day be English teachers in the countryside.   Her role as an Amity teacher has already taken her to 5 different placements in China.   She has recently moved from the Yangtze River valley to Guangxi Normal University for Nationalities located in Longzhow.  She is just 1 hour from the Viet Nam border.   She is surrounded by sugar cane and rice fields.   Needless to say, it is very hot.   She is the only foreigner within 100 miles of the college;   thus the Chinese English teachers are concerned for her welfare.   Having been there only a short time, already her apartment fills up with those needing more English practice each night and on weekends.   Her Wish List for Christmas includes:   educational English encouragement stickers (great, well-done, super, etc.) and pretty Holiday pencils for the students' Christmas gifts.   I will be glad to forward these to her.   Vivian Brooks
