From our Missionary, Jennifer B. Wilder, at the Red Bird Mission School in Beverly, Kentucky:

She has been there for 17 years and has seen the school grow and change, especially during the last 4 years.   The school has been a private Christian school since 1987.   Prior to that (from 1921 on), it was a "settlement School" co-run by a nearby County and what became the United Methodist Church.  It is a mission school serving children of missionaries and children of the Red Bird Valley.  Their charge is to minister to the mind, body, and soul, to the children and their families, through services, words and actions.   The current cost to educate a child ($6,000) is not a feasible tuition for families in  that area, so the school charges $56 monthly with a sliding scale for those in greater need.   The rest of the costs (to pay salaries, run the building, and purchase necessary resources) have been paid by churches all over the country.   The economy slump has hit them hard.   They have a $300,000 shortfall in their budget.   The teachers are paid approx. 50%of the County teacher's salary.   They elected to forego a 4% increase this year.  Still, they thought they might have to close, but voted to wait.   PLEASE pray for them and know that there is a small christian school in southeastern Kentucky that wants to make a difference and needs help to do so.   (This is one Mission that I think you know I especially care about.   Anything you can afford to send, will be greatly appreciated I know.
