From our Missionary, Andrew Highland, in Laingsburg, Michigan.: He works at Looking Glass Community Services, which is between Lansing and Flint, in an impoverished rural area.   His fiancee, Mary, lives in Baltimore and works at the Deaf Shalom Zone, based at Christ UMC of the Deaf near Arbutus.   Looking Glass is a faith-based, non-profit organization, which seeks to empower people to discover strengths and gifts within themselves  and in the people around them.   Looking Glass works collaboratively with many governmental, civic, human services and religious organizations.  Looking  Glass is named after Michigan's Looking Glass River and seven epople who are living in poverty in a rural area outside Lansing.    There are hundreds of residents living below the poverty line of $18,310 for a 3-person family.   At last 1/3 of these residents are children living in single-parent homes or with grandparents and other relatives.   More than 1/3 of those below poverty are single mothrs with children.
