He serves an international congregation started in 1993 as an outreach program for emigrants and asylum seekers in and around Copenhagen.   They have 90 members with an average of 50 for worship.   They have a choir, a youth group, a prayer group, a Sunday School and a Women's Fellowship Group.   The main language is Danish, but the children are also taught English.   Both languages are used in the Sunday School.   For English training, he asks for our help in obtaining DVD's on Bible storis.   His work there is hard, he says.   Your prayers are a prime need. hearts are hardened with disbelief.   In a nation of 5.5 million people, only about 2% attend worship regularly.   His joy would be beyond belief  if  he could get help in securing the DVD's.  Vivian Brooks
