This summer they plan to go to Panama City, Florida, with their 2 sons and daughter and their families.   Their son, Mike, spent a week recently in Nicaragua on a work team that built a pastor's house up in the mountains.  They pastor two churches, Mary Helen and Crank's Creek UMC.   At Mary Helen, there are 2 youth groups, a strong Sunday School, an active UMC Women's Group, a children's mission   group, and a vacation Bible School   At Crank's Creek, they have a small group of children who meet for Sunday School during worship, a Tuesday night youth group of about 12 youths, and a Wednesday evening Children's Group of about 40 children.   One of their faithful attendees was asked to lead the Bible studies and Worship because the Pastor had resigned that Sunday.   Elaine spends several weeks in the spring signing children up for Red Bird Missionary Conference Camp.   Bob directs a day camp for first and second graders at that camp.   They feel camping is a wonderful means of helping children come to know Jesus.   Several good changes are happening in their area.   Drugs are starting to be cleared up, thanks to a fearless Sheriff who is vigilant in arresting those dealing, and a strong Christian Judge in the District Court, and an equally committed Judge in the Circuit Court, who are sendng offenders to Jail , and assigning first-time offenders to Drug Court, where they are under strict supervision, required to get their GED, have spiritual instruction and counselling for several years.   One young man at Mary Helen, involved in drugs since age 15, advises he had a Damascus Road experience with the Lord!   He now has a strong calling to the ministry.  Vivian Brooks
meetings scheduled:   Today and next Sunday,  3 and 10 October, Nominating Committee;   Charge Conference options:  5 p.m.
