From our Missionary, Rev. Jamie Brunk, at Owsley County U.M. Churches, which includes Booneville Church, Warrens Chapel and Clifty Church:   Booneville Church is in town.   Average attendance of about 85.   Currently building a Family Life Center.   Interesting mix of poor and not-so-poor in the congregation.    Very active children and youth ministry.   Warrens Chapel is a strong family-type country church of about 35-40 on Sunday mornings.   Also interested in children and youth work.   They are adding 2 Sunday School rooms this summer.   Work teams coming to help them.   This Chapel is located 8 miles outside of Booneville.    Clifty Church is 5 miles outside of town.   It meets on Sunday nights.   has a very small congregation of 12-15 who worship.   The Family Life Center at Booneville is moving forward albeit slowly.   They ask for your prayers for the finances to move forward.   At Warrens Chapel, 2 Sunday School rooms were started in July by 2 Work Teams from the Snellville, Georgia U.M.C.   When they left the structure was under roof, the outside door installed and the interior framing done,   Several retired men helped the work teams and continued the task after the teams left.   At the end of July the wiring was done, the insulation in place and the dry wall hung.   By Sept the floor will be done,  the walls will be painted and the rooms ready to go.   Vivian Brooks
