Their Day Shelter operates from 9 a.m to 4 p.m.   Ketchikan has a night shelter operating from 5 pm to 9 am.   Guests at the Day Shelter can shower, watch TV, sleep on a couch, play games, and do puzzles.   There are also afew computers in order to help the guests develop some employable skills.   As a result, 2 men found work, and one person found an affordable apartment.   The Day Shelter is in the church basement.
